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On September 1, 1939, Germany invades Poland starting the greatest 
war the world has ever known. Six million Jews and countless 
"undesirables" were exterminated by the Nazis. 
There were millions of Allied and Axis casualties. More then twenty 
million Russians perished from battle and starvation. Many cities in 
Europe and Asia were destroyed, with an untold number of lives ripped 
apart and changed forever. 
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
